(1) accept an Army ROTC
scholarship or (2) sign a
contract no later than your
Junior year (or a minimum
4 semesters remaining to-
wards a degree) committing
you to serve as an Army
Officer if commissioned.
Essentially, you can take
your Freshman and Sopho-
more (Freshman only if a 4
year scholarship winner)
with no obligation. As you
enter the advance course
(Junior and Senior curricu-
lum) you must be under
some form of scholarship
and/or contract.

ROTC is the U.S. Army
Reserve Officer Training
Corps. This program is de-
signed to educate and train
future officers in the United
States Army. Annually,
