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·  Professor of Political Science Leonard Cutler was selected as the recipient of the Siena College Raymond C. Kennedy Excellence in Scholarship Award for this past Academic Year.

· The Philosophy Department hosted its third Living Philosophers Symposium this year, welcoming Professor John Caputo of Syracuse University to campus for multiple visits.  A select group of 15 students studied Dr. Caputo’s works for the entire year, and presented their final papers in discussion with the philosopher himself on April 23rd.  The program, which brings contemporary philosophers into conversation with undergraduate students for an entire year, is thought to be unique in the country.
· School of Liberal Arts faculty members published 5 books this year, along with numerous articles, exhibits, performances, and conference presentations.  Their topics range from Renaissance biography to legal issues in child custody. 

· Siena students, Jona Behrer and Laura Saffares, both graduating today, had their work accepted into the prestigious Albany Regional Juried Photo Competition.  They were mentored and encouraged to submit their work by Creative Arts Assistant Professor Amanda Ransom Green.  Jona is a Psychology major, while Laura majored in Creative Arts.
· The third annual Language Night, sponsored by the Department of Modern Languages and Classics, attracted over 60 students who presented their work in Italian, French, Spanish, German, Russian, and Arabic.  The Department also offers courses in Latin and Greek.
· Dr. Nathalie Degroult, Assistant Professor of French, has been invited to become a Review Editor for Creative Works for the French Review, a national Journal especially designed for all French teachers and professors in the United States.   This semester, students enrolled in Dr. Degroult's “Francophone Literature” course have worked on a book project for Haiti. They have written children's stories in French, which will be published this summer and sent to a small village in Haiti

· Siena College’s radio station, 88.3FM, WVCR “The Saint” has become the Capital Region home of acclaimed political talk show, The Capitol Pressroom, hosted by award-winning Capitol Correspondent, Susan Arbetter.  The Capitol Pressroom is a daily public radio news magazine broadcast from The Legislative Correspondents Association Pressroom on the 3rd floor of the State Capitol in Albany. The program features interviews with political leaders and analysis from seasoned political reporters.
· Professor Donna McIntosh organized the annual Legislative Action Day of the New York State Social Work Education Association on March 9th for more than 160 social work students and faculty members from across the state.  They met with legislators on key issues important to social work, using Siena College social work seniors as team leaders.

· Journalism adjunct instructor, Mark Grimm, Class of 1978, was selected as “Trainer of the Year” for the Hudson-Mohawk Region of the American Society of Training and Development. The region stretches from the Adirondacks to Newburgh.

·  Associate Professor of History Bruce Eelman and Assistant Professor of English Daniel Turner were awarded a total of $16,520  from the Watson-Brown Foundation to cover student travel costs for their summer travel and literature course, entitled "Blue Ridge to Blue Sea: Literature and History of the American South.” Ten students will be participating this summer in this unique Travel Course through the American South.
· Associate Professor of Social Work Diana Strock-Lynskey organized two Operation Dignity trips to Olean, New York to work with St. Bonaventure students and local residents to restore headstones of deceased former patients of the Gowanda State Psychiatric Center. Operation Dignity is a national movement to provide restorative justice to thousands of people who lived and died in state psychiatric institutions.
