This is the SECOND year in a row that a Siena Marketing Professor has won this prestigious national award!

The Students in Free Enterprise (SIFE) club was awarded “First-Runner-up” in a competition of regional SIFE chapters in April.

The Fourth Annual School of Business Student Research Conference was held in April. The featured speaker was Dr. William Danko, author of The New York Times bestseller, The Millionaire Next Door, and Professor Emeritus at UAlbany. 

Three School of Business students, and one Siena ROTC Cadet from the School of Science, participated in the annual Student Leadership Conference at the United States Naval Academy in Annapolis in February. They were accompanied by Lieutenant Colonel Andrew Morgado, Professor of Military Science.

A Master of Science program in Accounting has been approved by the State Education Department. The first class will start in Fall of 2009, with twenty Siena alumni.

Finance students, managing the Bjorkland Student Investment Fund, once again beat the S & P 500 benchmark.

Twenty-three students were inducted into the 21st Century Leader’s Society, the School of Business’ Honor Society in April.

Three students, under the mentorship of Assistant Professor of Management, Dr.  Paul Thurston, were selected as second place winners in the Price Chopper Ultimate Innovation Conference.

Students in Assistant Professor Kelly’s two management classes raised over $4600 for the Whitney M. Young Health Center.

Marketing and Management student, Phil Sidoti, Class of 2009, was interviewed by television channel 13 about his research on college students and credit card debt.

Finance and Economic students competed in The 2008 Federal Reserve Challenge in New York City in November 2008. Their efforts were judged as demonstrating superior knowledge of monetary policy, excellent teamwork, good use of data, and thorough research and analysis.

Two Study Tour courses, one to Costa Rico and Nicaragua, focused on Eco-Tourism, and another to Greece and Turkey, in collaboration with the Classics Department of the School of Liberal Arts, were offered this year.

Dr. Chuck Seifert, Professor of Marketing and Management, led the effort to establish a “Heathcare Leadership Institute” partnership in September 2008 between Saratoga Hospital and Siena’s School of Business, focused on leadership training development for Saratoga Hospital’s future leaders.

Christian Wolf, Class of 2009, participated as a “Community Fellow” with RPI, Union College, UAlbany, and Albany Law School students in Fall 2008 as part of a semester – long seminar, “Enterprise and Economic Development”; this seminar is an initiative among the Capital Region’s Business Schools and Albany Law School.

Dr. Christopher Howard, University Vice President for Strategic and Leadership Initiatives, University of Oklahoma, and Director of the University’s Honors College Leadership Center, was Siena’s “Visiting Scholar of Leadership” in November 2008. His visit, including numerous interactions with students and faculty members, is an outgrowth of Siena’s membership in The National Consortium for Character-Based Leadership.
