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MUST HAVE Library Information for Study Abroad Students

As you continue your education abroad, whether it be on land (Ireland, Iceland, Poland), sea (Swansea, Semester at Sea), or foam (Guinness, Fosters, Estrella Damm), the Standish library is still here to serve you.

The Library home page is available from anywhere on the World Wide Web at www.siena.edu/library. 

Though you may be distant, there are two particular ways we can assist you: our Electronic Reference service, and the Research Databases.

The Electronic Reference service is via a “Reference Questions” link (http://www.siena.edu/library/ref_form.htm) in the center of the home page.  We aim to answer brief, fact type of questions within 48 hours of the request.

The other valuable service is the link to the research databases via the proxy server.  When you are on campus, just clicking on the title of the database (MLA Bibliography, JSTOR, PsychInfo) will take you to the search screen.  When you are off-campus, whether in Loudonville or Lisbon, you must use the proxy server to authenticate yourself as a member of the Siena community.  To do this, use the “off-campus access” link on either the home page or on the Databses by Title page. You will be presented with a login for your network login username, and then your password.  You should try this before leaving campus to be sure it works for you.

	Siena's most comprehensive business journal database. Covers over 1,000 worldwide business periodicals for information on advertising, marketing, economics, human resources, finance, taxation, computers, and more. Most are in full-text.

	America: History & Life
	The most comprehensive index to journals in U.S. and Canadian history, culture and politics from prehistory to the present. Thousands of journals published around the world are indexed.

	 ATLA Religion Database
	The most comprehensive index to over 1,000 religion journals, plus thousands of books and book chapters.

	BioOne
	Provides full-text of 68 bioscience research journals. Although most have articles beginning in 2000, some go back to 1998.

	CIAO
(Columbia International Affairs Online)
	The most comprehensive source for theory and research in politics and international affairs. Includes working papers from university research institutes, occasional papers series from NGOs, foundation-funded research projects, proceedings from conferences, books, journals, policy briefs.

	CountryWatch
	Up-to-date information and news on the countries of the world for educators and public and private sector organizations.

	EBSCOHost
	MasterFILE Select provides full text coverage for nearly 800 periodicals covering general reference, business, health, education, general science, multicultural issues and much more.

	Handbook of Latin American Studies
	A selective annotated bibliography of scholarly works on Latin America covering the social sciences and the humanities. An essential guide to books, journal articles, book chapters, and conference papers. For access, go to http://lcweb.loc.gov/hlas/  Proxy not needed.

	Historical Abstracts
	Covers world history from 1450 to the present (excluding the United States and Canada, which are covered in America: History and Life). It currently indexes over 2,000 journals published around the world.

	JSTOR
	275 high quality research journals in full-text back to the fist issue ever published. For most titles the current 3-5 years are blocked. Strong in history, political science, literature, environment.

	Lexis-Nexis Universe
	Multi-faceted database with thousands of newspapers from around the world, journals, directories, laws, court cases. Business & politics are strengths.

	MLA Bibliography
	Modern Language Association Bibliography indexes critical writing on folklore, languages and literature in books, journals, and dissertations in modern languages. Essential for literature. 

	Philosopher's Index
	Indexes and summarizes thousands of books and journals. The most comprehensive source for topics in philosophy, ethics, etc.

	ProQuest
	A comprehensive database, especially strong in business, political science & social sciences. Over 3,500 journals, about half  are in full-text.

	ScienceDirect
	Over 900 high-quality research journals in full-text, primarily in the sciences, but includes some in the humanities and social sciences. Provides abstracts and citations for another 800 titles.

	Sociological Abstracts
	The premier tool for searching the world's sociology literature. Abstracts of journal articles from over 1,800 serials, citations to book reviews; also provides abstracts of books, book chapters, dissertations, and conference papers.
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
