1) Carefully read the general information and the review guidelines for this fellowship. If you have any questions about the appropriateness of your plans or your proposed project for this funding opportunity, please contact Kristin Miller, Chairperson of the Summer Pedagogy Fellowship & Grant Subcommittee (kmiller@siena.edu).  

2) COTFD funding has become increasingly competitive. Special consideration will be given to first-time applicants; however, the quality, clarity, and completeness of all applications are taken into consideration in equitably and fairly awarding funding.

3) While you may apply for more than one fellowship or grant from the COTFD, you may receive only one award per academic year.  The projects for your separate applications in the same academic year must be considerably different.

4) If you are seeking funding to develop a course that will be team-taught, please submit one proposal with two separate cover sheets (one for each instructor).  The specific contributions of each applicant should be clearly indicated in the application.

5) Funding for this fellowship is not available until June 1.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The COTFD provides two types of awards to support pedagogical development: Summer Pedagogy Fellowships and Pedagogy Assistance Grants.

Summer Pedagogy Fellowships provide summer salary support for faculty to develop teaching strategies that bring innovation or new methodologies to the classroom.  This may include but is not limited to:  1) the development of a new course or modification of an existing course that implements new teaching strategies or new methodologies (Note:  Development of a new course without evidence of innovative pedagogy is not sufficient for receipt of this funding); 2) the participation in a time-consuming and/or cost-prohibitive experience related to teaching that would otherwise be impossible; 3) travel to access resources that will facilitate use of innovative pedagogical techniques, or 4) consultation that will enhance one’s teaching.    

Compensation for fellowships is equivalent to the summer stipend for a 3-credit non-teaching overload.  If more than one faculty member is involved, separate cover sheets must be submitted from each person, and the contribution of each instructor must be clearly indicated in the application. This requirement is to ascertain that support for each applicant can be separately justified. Fellowships are reported as income and are taxable.  
Award recipients are required to send an electronic summary (PC compatible) to the Faculty Support Services Office (kuebler@siena.edu) by January 22, 2013 stating the project objectives and the amount of progress made.  This summary, as submitted, will be posted online on the COTFD website.  Detailed instructions for writing this summary will be included with the award letter.

REVIEW GUIDELINES FOR SUMMER  PEDAGOGY FELLOWSHIPS

COTFD funding has become increasingly competitive. Special consideration will be given to first-time applicants; however, the quality, clarity, and completeness of all applications are taken into consideration in equitably and fairly awarding funding.

Applications that do not follow the specific COTFD guidelines for submission will not be reviewed.

The Pedagogy Review Subcommittee of the COTFD will use the following guidelines in reviewing the proposals:

1. Applications are evaluated by the members of the COTFD who comprise the Pedagogy Assistance Grants and Fellowships Review Subcommittee. Since the Review Subcommittee members represent all Schools of the College, your application should be intelligible and convincing to a faculty member from any of the Schools.

2. Funds are awarded for pedagogically-related projects.  Funding decisions will be based primarily on the intellectual merit and completeness of the proposal and the potential for implementation of the newly- developed innovations and/or methodologies.  Special consideration will be given to first-time applicants. 

3. All full-time faculty (as defined in the current Faculty Handbook) may apply for Summer Pedagogy Fellowships.  Applications from full-time visiting faculty are welcome, but final approval will not be made until and unless the recipient has signed a contract for the next academic year.

4. Individuals may receive consecutive Summer Pedagogy Fellowships; however, financial constraints may preclude these applicants from receiving funding for two consecutive years.  Successful implementation of previous funding will be considered during review of the present application. 

5. Fellowship recipients are required to submit a summary to the Faculty Support Services Office by January 22, 2013.  Failure to submit this summary by the deadline will have a negative impact on consideration for future awards from the COTFD.
6. Fellowships will not be awarded for:

a. previous work;

b. development of a new course without the incorporation of specific pedagogical innovations;

c. personal supplies;

d. previous training or development;

e. School or College needs;

f. equipment already available;

g. assistance to complete advanced degrees.

7. The Pedagogy Assistance Fellowships and Grants Review Subcommittee reports its recommendations to the COTFD, which forwards these recommendations to the General Faculty Committee for approval.  Deliberations about funding decisions are confidential.  However, in order to prevent duplication of awards across all funding sources on campus, the COTFD and other funding committees meet to discuss decisions.  Applicants denied funding will receive feedback regarding the reason for this decision.
8. The General Faculty Committee will notify applicants of funding decisions by March 22, 2012.  All inquiries or appeals concerning fellowships should be directed to the General Faculty Committee, which will decide whether to request clarification or additional information from the COTFD.
APPLICATION PROCEDURE FOR SUMMER PEDAGOGY FELLOWSHIPS

If applying for both a Summer Pedagogy Fellowship and a Pedagogy Assistance Grant, two separate applications need to be submitted.  The application for Summer Pedagogy Fellowships must include: 1) a completed cover sheet and 2) clearly labeled responses (by proposal section number) to each of the required proposal sections (see below).  

Note: For team-taught courses submit one proposal with one cover sheets for each instructor. The specific contributions of each applicant should be clearly indicated in the application.

Proposal Sections

1. Abstract:  Include a 250 word abstract about your Summer Pedagogy Fellowship project suitable for the lay reader.  If a fellowship is awarded, this abstract as submitted will be posted online by the COTFD and used by Academic Affairs to promote awareness of pedagogically-related activities at Siena College.

2. Explain the objectives for the current proposal.  If you are developing a new course, describe your goals.  If you are implementing new teaching methodologies in an existing course or courses, describe the innovations and/or new teaching methodologies that will be incorporated into your classroom.  If you are requesting funding for travel or to attend a pedagogical seminar, describe how this will enhance your delivery of course content or your ability to bring this new knowledge or skill back into the classroom. 

3. Explain how your proposed objectives relate to current methods of instruction in your discipline and how these objectives are significant to teaching methodologies in higher education.  In addition, explain how your goals and objectives relate to work in progress elsewhere.

4. Indicate how you intend to share your work with others.

5. Describe the impact of this project on pedagogy and/or curriculum in your Department and/or other Departments of the College.

6. List any applications, contracts or awards for additional outside funding in relation to the project. 

7. If this project depends on the cooperation of outside individuals or institutions, specifically identify them and describe currently existing agreements.

8. List the titles and dates of all past awards from the COTFD.  Briefly describe the results of your most recent award and how these results were shared (e.g. via presentations or publication).   

Sign the cover sheet and attach it to your application.

Applications must be submitted by February 2, 2012 at 4:00 PM.   Late applications will not be accepted Deliver six copies of the completed application to the Faculty Support Services Office, Library Room 232.  In addition, e-mail an electronic version of the entire application (PC compatible; signature on the electronic copy of the cover sheet is not necessary) as well as two separate attachment files with 1) only your 250 word abstract and 2) your PDR to kuebler@siena.edu (Do not include your PDR in the hard copies of your application).  Awards will be announced by March 22, 2012 by the Chairperson of the General Faculty Committee.
