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	1. All students must submit a proposal for their capstone project. 
	The majority of the CREA Faculty will evaluate the proposal for the student capstone project, CREA 490 (10% of course grade). Spring 2010.


	Of 8 students enrolled 5 turned in the proposal, 3 did not. Reviewed by a few faculty (we came to this late).
	Faculty established a firm schedule for submission of proposals.
SUGGESTED CAPSTONE DUE DATES
First class:  students present a 1-paragraph prepared statement/proposal for capstone project
Second class: Real proposal, Word document, digital form to professor.  Professor sends these to CREA faculty.  Faculty response in three days.  Professor redistributes.
Next class: CREA faculty responses discussed.

MID TERM:   Deadline for statements of concept and artist, draft presentation of work.


	2. All students will submit a concept statement and artist statement. These will be revised as needed. They should exhibit an effective use of critical vocabulary within their chosen medium.

	Omitting the Incompletes, scored 15, two weak (10), two poor (6.5).

	3. All students will demonstrate an understanding of the relationship between the arts and culture (both past and present) in their narratives.

	Expectations of 12% rating in the next capstone.  All courses with include specific statements about historical significance and relationship with contemporary culture.  A new departmental rubric will be set.



	4. All students will critique and revise their own work and critique that of others. 

	Analysis of presentations within the capstone course CREA 490 on at least four occasions. 20% of the course grade. Spring 2010.

	Omitting the Incompletes performed well.
	Continue the pedagogical practices that stress revisions.
Revise rubric to better assessment plan.


	5. All students will present a final work that demonstrates the totality of their learning.

	Analysis of student capstone CREA 490 performance/artwork by at least 2 CREA faculty (spring term).  Represents 50% of final grade. Spring 2010.

	(Omitting Incompletes) average 42 pts.  One earned 50, 1 45, 1 40, 2 average 36, mean 42.
