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Learning Goal 1

Accurate Chicago style source citation

NOTE: In this course the students were required to use the in-text citations plus bibliography Chicago Style format.

Results:

65% of the students (11 of 17) used the guidelines correctly
17.5% (3 of 17) used the guidelines almost correctly
17.5% (3 of 17) used the guidelines incorrectly

82% of the students (14 of 17) used the guidelines either correctly or almost correctly


Learning Goal 3

Comprehensive empirical research

NOTE: In this class the students were required to hand in a first and final draft of their (a) research proposal, (b) literature review, (c) research design, and (d) data analysis (with the SPSS output).  At the end of the semester they were required to hand in a final draft of the entire project, and to present their empirical research to the class. The following results are based on the students’ overall performance on their research project.

Goal:  At least 80% of students meet or exceed the basic standards.

Results:

12% of the students (2 of 17) exceeded the basic standards (90% or above)

76% (13 of 17) met the basic standards (70% to 90%)

12% (2 of 17) did not meet basic standards (less than 70%)

88% of the students (15 of 17) met or exceeded the basic standards
