The mission of the Foundations Sequence is to introduce students to the intellectual life and to provide a foundation for success. It does this by giving first-year students a common learning experience. Students spend two semesters engaging a common set of significant texts, discussing them and writing essays. In this work, they are guided by faculty who bring wide intellectual interests and personal engagement to the process. By examining texts from a variety of disciplinary perspectives, students are drawn into the liberal arts tradition which is central to Siena’s identity. The sequence aims to help students become more accomplished readers, writers and speakers.
