
9/11/11, Washington Park, Albany—To commemorate the Tenth 
Anniversary of 9/11 attacks which claimed the lives of almost 3,000 
Americans, the Mohawk Battalion ran in the Tunnel to the Towers 5k 
Run which honors fallen NYC firefighter Stephen Siller, father of 5, as 
well as all victims of the 9/11 attacks. Mr. Siller courageously lost his 
life in Tower 2 after running through a traffic jam in the Brooklyn Tunnel 
from his fire house to the World Trade Center while wearing his 
firefighting equipment. Mohawks were bestowed with the honor of 
wearing the fire jacket of a fallen NYC firefighter on this run. This is 
the first year that the Stephen Siller Foundation has expanded the 
run outside of New York City. Local firefighters and members of the 
Air Force also ran with us. Mohawk Cadets were proud to be able to 
the honor the heroes who lost their lives on 9/11.
