There are several enhancements and modifications to the 2010-2011 housing selection 
process.  New for this selection process: 

¶the opening of the New Residence Hall; 

¶reconfiguration of the room  occupancy of Padua Hall back to triple rooms; 

¶increasing the number of renovated townhouses in MacClosky Square; 

¶discontinuing the practice of allowing voluntary over-occupying of THs, suites, or rooms  

¶modifying the selection process to include double room applications; 

¶completing the 2010-2011 housing license online via Web for Students. 
 
Each addition, as well as a complete overview of the entire selection process, is  
described in detail in the following pages.  Please read through the entire document to 
understand your role and to successfully navigate the selection process.  If you need  
assistance understanding the process, please see a member of the Residential Life Staff 
(RDs).  Additionally, you may contact the Office of Residential Life (our contact  
information is in the bottom right corner of this page) for more specific or unique  
inquiries. 
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The Office of Residential Life is excited to continue accepting all housing applications electronically.

disseminating information to the rest of the group members, and ensuring that either the entire 

group is in attendance at selection night or proxy forms are completed for those not present; 

¶ Required information for each group member will be their lottery numbers and the last four digits 

of their  901 number; 

¶ Once a lottery number has been submitted for one applicationτno other applications can be 

submitted with that lottery number as part of the group.  PLEASE DO NOT SHARE YOUR LOTTERY 

NUMBER or 901 # WITH ANYONE ELSE BUT YOUR DESIRED GROUP MEMBERS!; 

¶ Each group application will have a closing deadline which is outlined on page 10 of this booklet.  For 

all datesτapplications must be completed prior to 11:59:59 pm in order to be considered valid. 

The entire Siena College community is excited to bring 
our newest residential living option online for the 
2010-2011 academic year.   This hall will feature 260 
double occupancy rooms with private baths.  It is  
intended to enhance and complement the Townhouse  
community for junior and senior students. 
 
As a result of student feedback the following amenities will be included in the new residence hall: 
¶ A fitness room that will include both high end fixed weight and cardio equipment; 
¶ A dining hall that will provide  grab and go options, as well as late night service; 
¶ Wireless network throughout the building; 
¶ Multiple social and study lounges on each floor; 
¶ Meeting rooms for clubs and organizations use; 
¶ A classroom that has tiered levels (similar to Siena Hall 301) that will also have a large screen projector with  

surround sound.

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With the addition of the New Residence Hall and the reduction in occupancy of Padua back to triple rooms the 
following modifications are being made to the housing selection order/options : 
 
New Residence HallτThis will be placed after 6-person THs, but before 4-person and  
8-person THs.  This reflects both the high demand inherent with the new hall, while

Padua HallτPadua Hall will be its own application this year as its occupancy is going 
back to triple occupancy.  However, students will select Padua on the same night of  
4-person and 6-person suites. 
 
Double Room SelectionτDouble rooms will REQUIRE an application this year.   
Students will NOT simply register the night of double room selection, as has been done 
in the past.  Additionally, whereas double room selection occurred over a two night 
period, all double rooms will be chosen on one night.  Please review the calendar on 
page 10 of this booklet for more details. 

Continuing the ongoing efforts to build upon the 

improvement to MacClosky Square Townhouses, an 

additional nine units will be reconfigured to 6-

person occupancy.  The specific townhouses that 

will be renovated are:

The layout of these houses will be similar to the 
previously renovated houses (THs 24-34).  There 
will be 3 double occupancy rooms per house, as 

well as 3 full bathrooms (Stand-up showers).  Each 
remodeled townhouse will feature new kitchen 
appliances (including a dishwasher), hardwood 
floors, and new furniture . 
 
Due to the increased number 
of renovated houses, as well 
as the impact such a practice 
had on college resources, 
touch up cleaning of 
renovated THs will not be 
occurring for the 2010-2011 
academic year.  All students are expected to 
maintain a safe and healthy living environment, 
regardless of the TH/room/suite you reside in. 
 
Continuing for the 2010-2011 academic year, room 
rates for the renovated townhouses will be 
approximately 6.9% higher then the rate for a non-
renovated townhouse.  For a complete breakdown 
of room rates, please refer to page 13 of this 
booklet.

 LOTTERY NUMBERS 

Every resident student is randomly assigned a housing selection lottery number based upon their current class year 

only.  Class year is determined by your official class standing with the Office of the Registrar at the beginning of the 

Spring 2010 semester. (No additional criteria is used to determine your lottery number, i.e. GPA, club, organizational, 

or team involvement) 

¶ Continuing Seniors/Current Juniors will receive the lowest numbers (1001 - 1xxx), sophomores a middle range 

(2001 - 2xxx), and first year students the highest range (3001 - 3xxx). 

¶ The lower the lottery number, the higher priority that will be offered in the housing selection process within a 

class year. 

¶ Priority for selecting housing is ranked by the following order  (using current class status): 

1.  - All Junior groups   (groups consisting of only juniors); 
2.  - Mixed Junior groups   (groups consisting of at least one junior along with sophomores and/or freshmen); 
3.  - All Sophomore groups   (groups of only sophomores); 
4.  - Mixed Sophomore groups   (groups consisting of at least one sophomore along with freshmen); 
5.  - All Freshmen groups   (groups of only freshmen). 
 
 

¶ Lottery numbers will be posted on Web For Students on March 1st. 

- Under: Student Services & Financial Aid > Student Records > Housing Lottery Number 

- Please notify Residential Life if you have not received a number or you believe there is an error 

¶ Only one lottery number will represent a group. 

Example:  

If 4 sophomore students who wish to live together have numbers: 2038, 2459, 2222 & 2078 

the lowest lottery number of all 4 students, 2038, would represent the entire group 

¶ If a group is composed of students with different class standings (freshman., sophomore., etc.), then the lowest 

overall number would still represent them, and would be considered a Mixed Group. 

Example: 

If 3 freshmen with numbers: 3006, 3388 & 3062, and 1 sophomore with number: 2012, wish to live 

together,  the lowest lottery number of all 4 students, 2012, would represent the entire group (and 

would be classified as a Mixed Sophomore Group) 

*  In accordance with the previously mentioned priority ranking, any All Sophomore Group (such as 

the one in the first example), regardless of the value of their best lottery number, will have higher 

priority over any Mixed Sophomore Group 

¶ A Mixed Group will not be given higher priority because they consist of more upperclassmen than another Mixed 

Group, only lottery numbers will be considered.

ONLINE-APPLICATION PROCESS 
 

¶ All groups seeking a Townhouse, Suite, Padua, or Double room (New Hall, Hennepin, Hines, or Plassmann) 

need to submit an online application form prior to 11:59PM on the published due dates.  (due dates are 

listed on page 10 and on the Office of Residential Life website).  The address for the application 

is http://lw.siena.edu/lottery.  (username will be your FULL email addressτi.e. 

jl22smit@siena.edu and the application will not be functional until March 8th).  

- Application forms must have all required information included.  This information in-

- Once a person has been included on a group application, they are ineligible to be  

included on any other application (unless denied for their first choice and want to try 
for additional housing options). 
- All students applying for a townhouse or a double in the New Hall must have a 1000 or 2000  

lottery number to be eligible. 
- All applications will require the identification of a group contact person.  For Townhouse  

applications this person will also serve as the Townhouse Captain for the 2010-2011 academic 
year. 
- The person with the lowest lottery number DOES NOT need to complete the application.  Any 

member of the group can submit it. 
¶ Groups able to select their desired room will be pre-determined using the priority ranking previously  

explained on page 4 (lowest lottery number All Junior groups getting first priority, followed by lowest  

lottery number Mixed Junior groups, and so forth) 

¶ The group contact person will receive an e-mail within 24 hours after the due date, in which they will be 

notified if their group has a lottery number within the range of available rooms.  It is the group members 

responsibility to disseminate this information to all other members of their group.         

¶ The pre-approval process will: 
-  Help give groups more time to form alternate plans should original housing choices not work out 

-  Decrease the amount of time you need to spend at housing selection night. 

¶ If you are approved for the housing you applied for: 

- All you need to do is submit the 2010 - 2011 Housing and Meal Plan Information Form for all group 
members and simply choose your house or room at the corresponding housing selection event. 
- Only one member from your group is necessary to attend housing selection.  However, proxy forms 

for those students not in attendance will also be required. 
 

¶ If you are not approved for the housing you applied for: 

- You may submit an re-application for another housing option  

Example: 

If a group does not win a 6-person townhouse, those students can form alternate groups and enter 

the next application for a 4-person townhouse.  If they do not win a 4-person townhouse, they can 

apply for an 8-person townhouse (and so forth) 

- Submitting a reapplication is the only way that a student may appear on more the one application 

throughout the selection process.   
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¶ All group members need not be present during the lottery, but the Housing Lottery Proxy From and the 

2010 - 2011 Housing and Meal Plan Information Form for every person absent must be filled out for 

our verification. 

ς License forms will be submitted online this year (through Web for Students).  Please refer to the 

information posted on the Office of Residential Life website for further details about how to do this. 

¶ If you miss the appropriate time interval that your group was to select housing, you may enter the  

lottery at any point after 

        ς Often groups intentionally do this in order to wait for other groups to be called so they can  

        pick at the same time with their friends and be near each other on the same wing/floor. 

¶ If you want to room with an incoming transfer student or first year student, please contact the Office of 

Residential Life for details on how to do this.  Historically, those students who choose to reside with an 

incoming first year student are administratively assigned a space with that student to one of our  

identified first year student areas.  If you are interested in doing this, please notify Residential Life by 

April 16th of these intentions. 

¶ Those currently studying abroad (Spring 2010) are also assigned a lottery number and have been emailed 
to look onto Web for Students for their number on March 1st.

¶ Every resident student must be registered for full-time status (12 or more credit hours) for the Fall 2010  
semester to remain in housing. 

¶ Continuing senior students will not be given special privilege and will have the same status as a current 
junior. 

¶ Students who have accumulated 35 or more disciplinary Lottery Points (from February 21st, 2009 -  
February 20th, 2010) will only be eligible to participate in the Alternate Lottery (on April 16th), regardless 
of their class status

¶ There is no fee or housing deposit to participate in the lottery. 

¶ You must have enough people to entirely fill whichever housing availability you are going for, as no partially 
filled rooms will be permitted (i.e. 3 people cannot sign up for a 4-person suite, 1 person cannot sign up for 
a double, etc.). 

¶ Lottery numbers cannot be transferred to another student under any circumstances. 

¶ Once you have been approved to select a space or have signed up for one, you become restricted from 
signing up for any other housing (this also applies if you sign up to live with an RA). 

¶ If your Lottery Number is used to represent your group, you must remain in your selected house/suite/
room for at least 1 semester. 
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Living Learning Community 
The Living Learning Serving Community course is an integrated student learning experience designed to educate students 
in how to advance social justice and equality in support of the

Participation in the Living Learning Serving 
Community is required for the entire 2010-2011 academic 
year.

RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT 
 

All full time students, with the exception of commuter students, are required to live in College residence facilities, to 

the extent space is available, and to purchase a food service plan if the individual lives in an on-campus residence.

ONLY BE POSSIBLE ON A SPACE AVAILABLE BASIS.  STUDENTS WISHING TO RETURN TO CAMPUS HOUSING WILL BE PLACED ON A WAITING LIST 

AND ARE INELIGIBLE FOR THE CURRENT HOUSING SELECTION PROCESSES.

Additional Townhouse Occupant Option  

¶ For the 2010-2011 academic year, students will no longer have the option of  
voluntary increasing their TH from 8τ> 9, 4τ> 5, or 6τ> 7 person occupants.  The  
college has determined that with the addition of the New Residence Hall and the  
continued renovations of MacClosky Square this option is not necessary to 
 successfully house all returning students. 

Additionally, the impact of the extra resident has resulted in a faster derogation of the THs themselves, regardless 
of who the occupants are.   As the 8-person THS are renovated and enhanced amenities are included in them, 
maintaining the occupancy of the THs to their most efficient state helps ensure the long-term conditions of the 
house are safeguarded.

Back by popular demand will be the Roommate Discussion Board available through the Housing Selection Course 
on Blackboard.  Here you post information about yourself or your group in predetermined categories that will assist 
you during the housing selection process.  Please do not post your lottery number publicly, but instead use this as a 
means to find people and share that information after you have decided to room together.  Finally be sure to talk 
about all of the mutual expectations you have for the room to ensure that you are finding the right roommate for 
you/your group. 
 

Please stop by the Residential Life office no later than April 16th to submit an Individual Housing Selection Request

If you are currently assigned to a medically assigned space, you may need to 
provide updated documentation and/or rationale in order for the request to 
be reconsidered for the Fall 2010 term.  It should not be assumed that since 
you are currently in a medically assigned room that you will be automati-

cally granted the same accommodation for next year.

and Meal Plan Information Form at their pre-departure meeting. 

-  An opportunity to fill out these forms will be made available to you through the Study Abroad office,  

however if you are unable to complete housing forms there, please come to the Office of Residential Life. 

¶ Important! - You will not be assigned a housing lottery number unless you confirm with Br. Brian Belanger that 

you are no longer participating with the abroad program. 

¶ Residential Life will be in contact with students who are studying abroad during 

the fall semester (Early to midς November)  via e-mail regarding their housing 

for Spring 2011. 

¶ The college guarantees housing for students upon their return from abroad, and 

all current resident students are required to live on campus when they return 

for the Spring 2011 semester. 

¶ Residential Life will attempt to accommodate housing requests to the best of 

their ability, however some residence halls and/or specific roommate requests may not be possible to grant. 

¶ Housing assignments and roommate information will be emailed to Siena email accounts at the beginning of 

January 2011. 

¶ If you confirm your plans to study abroad after housing selection, please notify the Office of Residential Life as 

soon as possible, so that we can work with your remaining roommates/housemates/suitemates in filling the
